  EYE CLINIC: CLIENT INFORMATION

Eligibility Requirements For Eye Clinic Services
· Adult, over 18 years
· Montgomery County Resident and DMV jurisdictions
· Total household income at or below 175% of the Federal Poverty Guidelines

· Lacking medical insurance that covers vision care.
· Clients with Medicaid or MD Insurance that are not eligible, please verify your insurance coverage for glasses.
· Clients with combine Medicaid and Medicare are eligible. 

· We don’t check immigration status. 
Services Include:
· Optometrist Examination

· Glasses
· Referral to Specialist, if needed
· Glaucoma test (Visual Field Exam)
How to Make an Appointment for The Shepherd’s Table Eye Clinic 
· The Eye Clinic must receive your referral form before you can schedule an appointment.
· Please send the referral by fax, with the verifications of income and residency, in base of the documents the referral will be submitted to be approve. 
· For Appointment contact the Shepherd’s Table Eye Clinic at 301-273-3696 or 301-585-6463 ext. 203 for Spanish speaker patient, from 10:00am to 5:00pm.
· If no one is available please leave name, number and someone will return the call in the next 24 hrs.

· Shepherd’s Table do not contact clients for appointments.
· Clients and Case Managers need to follow up for appointments and referrals.
If you think that you have an eye emergency, call 911 or go to the closest Emergency Room. The Shepherd’s Table Eye Clinic is open once a week for 6 hours, so we cannot accommodate “emergency” appointments.
Shepherd’s Table’s Eye Clinic does not charge fees. Donations are welcome. Donation envelopes can be found at the clinic’s front desk.

What to do on the day of your Appointment
1. Arrive 20 minutes prior to your appointment time.
2. Bring a Photo ID.
3. If you do not speak English, we provide a translator.
4. Check in with the Eye Clinic Assistant.
5. Complete the forms.
6. Make a donation if you desire.
7. Wait for the doctor for your examination.
8. Shepherd’s Table will contact the patients when the eyeglasses are ready to pick up.
